escape from domestic violence

onna 1s happy. That may seem like a simple statement, and one that
most people take for granted But for a woman who spent
sSiX years in an abusive marriage. something seeming-
Iy that simple has taken more than five years to achieve. g

Donna, who did not want her last name used. knows how
fortunate she 15 fo have escaped that relationship — her
sister was stabbed to death in front of her chuldren by a
former boyfriend several years ago. And 1t makes her
appreciative of the efforts of people like Lisa Gheniou,
director of the Domestic Violence/Crime Victims
Services program at Catholic Charnities of Fulton and
Montgomery Counties, who helped her
from the moment she picked up the
phone and called their domestic vio-
lence hotline.

“Going through the whole process
is scary, going to coust, all that ™

CHARLTOM —The Amold family is doing everything in its. power not fo become part of a wvanishing breed — the American dairy
farmer.

For the first time in the farm's 96-year history, they're forced to bomow money not for equipment or herd expansion, but just o
stay afieat.

The shocking reality is that one in six New York dairy fanms is in the same predicament they are.

“We're at that point everybody else is,” said Chuck Amold, who co-owns the business with his brother, Rick. *Do we stay n
business or don't we? Nobody wants to get out, but you can't stay in a business that isn't making any money. You can only do
that so long. Today, if you're breaking even you're a success.”

Located on Route 147, Amoldhaven Farm was established by Chuck and Rick’s grandfather, James, in 1814. They'd like to see
it become a Century Farm, but four years is a long way to go if market conditions don't improve.

Most farmers today are getting paid only a litle more fior milk than their fathers did 35 years ago. Meanwhie, the cost of feed,
Tuel, fertiizer and equipment keeps escalating.

Chuck and Rick, the farm's only salaried employees, both have high school and college age children who would like fo join the
business. The question is, how can the famm support them?

"That's a dilemma a kot of family farms are facing now,” Chuck Amold said. "How do you encourage the next generation to get
involved? We don't try to push them. There are a lot of other jobs they could make a whole lot more money at. We let them make

At present, Amoldhaven has 70 milk cows. To generate more income, they'd have to expand the herd, driving them deeper into
debt. Or, ke many farms, they could diversify —develop a new source of revenue.

SARATOGA SPRIMGS — In a city known for health, history and horses, another “h” word is ranely utbered. et homebessness in
Saratoga Springs persists, despite the noble efforts of many who work trelesshy to curb its growth.

Some of this city’s homeless individuals refer o themselves as the “hidden population,” but if you look, you'll notice them
collecting stray cans or idling on benches downtown. They shuffle around comers and navigate carts along the sidewalks,
among the dog-walkers and the well-heeled professionals, on their way to a temporary resting place — a warm lobby, a spare
couch or a cold tent in the woods.

In the most recent official count, 231 people were found to be homeless in Saratoga County. Seventeen of them were within the
city limits.

Theyve entered the streets from different cincumstances. Some have been evicted from their homes becawse of job loss, while
others struggle with chronic mental iliness and physical disabiiies. Some are victims of domestic viclence who flee abusive
relationships for safe howses with their children in tow. Some ane transient residents in the homes of friends and family members
or the county jal. Some are biding their time because they choose o ive outside of “the system” or are praying for the day a
higher power will ake over and claim responsibility for their problems.

Cften feeling unheard and unwanted, and lacking the resources or the desire to join the community, they ive beneath the radar in
constant search of a place to call home.
